Germantown Lions Build Local
Habitat House

The Germantown Lions Club
became involved with Habitat for
Humanity in the summer of 2001 when a
grant from LCIF that then DG Clark Van
Syock had received for five homes to be
built in District 13-H. I was serving as
2nd club VP when I was tapped as the
volunteer labor coordinator for our club
to assist in the building of one of the
Dayton homes. The Germantown Lions
provided over 400 hours of labor as well
as funding. More important, we had been
bitten by the Habitat bug.

Before this project had been
completed a few of us began talking
about the possibility of sponsoring a
home in our rural town. We met with the
Executive Director of the Dayton Branch
of Habitat, Frank Gorman. After several
meetings we managed to convince him
that a home built in a small town could
be a viable project.

The problem we faced was that
the Dayton home we were helping to
build was sponsored by the district with a
large chunk coming from LCIF. Our
local club would not have this grant to
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help us so funding would have to be
supplied from within. I wondered if our
club members would buy into the idea.
With apprehension, I approached the club
with the idea - it was met with enthuse-
iastic approval. We were on our way.

I served as chairman for the
project and created a steering committee
which consisted of six members. They in
turn were the chairs of subcommittees to
pursue different aspects of the project.
We also set up a group to be crew
foremen for the Saturday volunteers.

The first hurdle was funding. We
were not getting a grant so our Club
agreed to fund the equity, about
$32,000.00. The next issue was a site to
build the home on. We pursued a local
property for months but were forced to
drop it due to problems with tax liens.
We got a break when a local property
owner donated a vacant lot to Habitat.
After a few months of haggling over
permits, we got approval for our house.

By now it was January 2003 and
we knew we had to work fast to get a
house planned and built by the end of
2003. We finally broke ground in late
March and moved the family into the
home in late September. It was

considered a record time by the Dayton

Habitat Chapte.
The contributions made by the

Germantown Club were monumental.
Total hours expended on the project by
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the club were over 2500. With many
local contractors and businesses donating
in kind labor and materials the total cost
went down to about $25,000, cutting our
cost to about $22,000. Our fund raising
committee did a fantastic job and our
community responded by donating over
$19,000 to the project. This reduced the
club’s obligation to less than $3,000.

Besides being a rewarding project
it accomplished several things. It

provided a low income family with an
affordable home and in the process
increased the community’s awareness of
Lions to an unbelievable degree. We
were featured in the local paper for six
months. We

increased our club’s

membership by about 10% as a direct
result. I would highly recommend a
Habitat House project to any club. It
takes a lot of effort but it shows the
community that Lions are very serious

about our motto -- We Serve.

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Why Attend Lion Events Outside of
Your Club?

How many times have you been
asked to attend a Lion event outside of
your club and you have refused or
declined? Now let’s see, what are the
usual excuses: (1) I don’t have time, (2) I
wouldn’t know anyone there, (3) who
cares what other Lions are doing, (4)
someone else will go, so I won’t be
missed, (5) I have nothing to offer, (6) I
already know everything I need to know
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about Lions, (7) it’s just the same old

people doing the same old things, (8) I’ve

got better things to do, (9) I hate to drive
that far, or (10) I spend enough time
going to my own club events.

At some point in time, most of us
have all found one of these excuses
useful in rationalizing our non-
participation in Lion events. Well, it’s
time to turn this around and look at the
benefits of attending functions outside of
your club. Here are some of the rewards
that you can reap from participating in
Lion events:

1.  You see the “big picture”. If your
only exposure to Lions is through
your own club, you will never fully
appreciate the enormous impact that
Lions makes around the globe.

2. You meet outstanding people. As
Will Rogers may have once said, “I
never met a Lion I didn’t like”.
How can you not enjoy associating
with people who hold the common
interest of helping others?

3. You see other Lions in action.
There are great things going on in
Lions, some of which your club may
not be aware. By attending functions
outside of your club, you get to see
how other Lions solve problems,
overcome obstacles, and achieve
success. It may provide solutions to
some of your club’s problems.

4.  You learn the organization. By
attending Zone, District, State and
International events, you gain an
understanding of how Lions
International is organized. You
learn the leadership hierarchy.
Learning the structure of Lions
helps you get things done.

5. You meet the leaders of Lions.
At these events, you meet District
Governors, State Chairs, Council
Chairs, and Int Directors. You have
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the opportunity to meet with the
movers and shakers of Lions.
Their experiences with Lions can
also rub-off on you.

6. You become aware of the issues
facing Lions. There is no better
forum to learn the issues facing
Lions today than Zone, District, and
State functions.  These are the
places where the future course of
Lions is being determined

7. You share experiences with other
Lions. These events are the
primary source of experience
sharing in Lions. This is where you
can discuss your club’s strengths
and weaknesses. These are the
places to test new ideas and gather
alternate solutions.

8. You learn how to become a better
Lion. By attending outside events,
you become a more knowledgeable,
more valuable, more effective, more
enriched, more constructive, and
more contributing Lion; a Lion who
can better serve their club and
Lions.

9.  You make a contribution. The
mere act of participating results in
contributionAlthough  there are
varying levels of contribution, the
more you join in, the more you
usually contribute.

Here are some events you should

consider attending:

=  Club visitations

= Other clubs’ functions (fundraisers /
service projects / special occasions)

= Zone meetings (3 per year)

= District events (golf and bowling
tournaments / service projects)

= District conventions

= State conferences and conventions
(fall & spring)

= State and district committee meetings
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= USA/Canada Forums
= International conventions (summer)
= Leadership/officer training seminars

So, the next time you have the
opportunity to participate in a Lion event
outside of your club, don’t reach for the
old “bag of excuses”; remember the
above “list of benefits” and go! You will
make yourself a better Lion, improve
your own club, and strengthen Lions as a
whole. Now, get out there and start
participating! You’ll be glad you did.

Nearly all its
revenue is from  Melvin  Jones
Fellowships, Contributing Memberships
and other donations by Lions. (LCIF also
receives a small amount of funding from
corporations, foundations and
government agencies.)

What Are Melvin Jones Fellows?
Patrons of humanity, Possessed of a
worldview, Performing deeds that outlast
a lifetime --

The Foundation’s Highest Honor

What is the Melvin Jones
Fellowship? That question 1is best
answered in terms of individuals whose
lives have been enriched by humanitarian
projects. Projects made possible by
donations to Lions Clubs International
Foundation (LCIF) for the Melvin Jones
Fellowship Program.

The fellowship, which was
created in 1973, takes its name from the
founder of Lions Clubs International
(LCI), Melvin Jones. It is an honor--not
an award. The fellowship was established
as LCIF’s highest form of recognition to
acknowledge an individual’s dedication
to humanitarian service.
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* Fellowship donations are largely
responsible for launching the Lions’
attack on blindness--the LCIF SightFirst
program.

* Fellowship donations provide funding
for constructing and equipping medical
facilities to benefit disadvantaged and
underserved populations.

*  Fellowship  donations  support
vocational assistance programs for
disabled persons.

* Fellowship donations help fund
reconstruction following major disasters.
* Fellowship donations provide homes for
children with special needs....and the list
of humanitarian projects goes on.

Thousands of lives have been
touched by the good works that are
funded with fellowship donations. The
personal nature of the fellowship restricts
it to individuals only. The honor cannot
be given to any group or organization.

When any individual, Lions club,
or district donates $1,000 to LCIF for a
Melvin Jones Fellowship, an inscribed
plaque and a lapel pin are presented to
the specified individual. It is not a
requirement that the honoree be a Lion.
Donations must be identified as applying
toward a Melvin Jones Fellowship at the
time they are submitted.

Any individual, Lions club, or
district may choose to donate unrestricted
funds in increments of at least $100, over
a five year period. When contributions
total $1,000, an individual named by the
donor(s) becomes a Melvin Jones Fellow.

For a gift of $1,000, a Melvin
Jones may be given in memory of a
deceased individual. When a fellowship
is registered posthumously, LCIF sends
an appropriate plaque in the deceased’s
name to a family member.

Many Melvin Jones Fellows
choose to extend their commitment to
humanitarian causes by participating in
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the Melvin Jones Fellowship Progressive
Program. For more information, check
the Lions International web site or speak
with one of your district officers.

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District 13-D Gets Training in Tenn.

10 Lions from District D,
representing the District D Melvin Jones
Eye-care  Foundation, traveled to
Nashville to receive training on how to
set up a photo screening program at the
District and State level. The training took
place on December 4™ and 5" at the
Tennessee Lions State headquarters as
well as at the Vanderbilt Children’s
Hospital. The training ended with an
actual photo screening of toddlers at a
nearby pre-school in which all of the
District D trainees participated.

The  Tennessee Lions are
recognized by LCIF as having a premier
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photo screening program. The program
was created and implemented by LCIF
Core 4 Technical Advisor Tammy
Johnson and has been in operation since
1998. The program is state-wide with
over 1000 volunteers manning 36 photo-
screen cameras. The objective of the
project is to detect amblyopia (lazy eye)
at an early age so it can be treated. If not
detected by age 6, it is untreatable and
will lead to loss of sight in the effected
eye. This is why chart-based eye-
screening will not detect amblyopia soon
enough. Treatment is simple and usually
consists of wearing an eye-patch over the
dominant eye for varying periods of time
to allow the lazy eye to become stronger.

The program conducted in
Tennessee includes several full-time
employees who coordinate eye screening
activities throughout the state, perform
follow-up activities and maintain a large
database of results and patient statistics.
A photo screening program is an all or
none proposition. Casual participation
won’t yield effective results. It needs
dedication of resources and commitment
to the program over the long haul.

District D has applied for a Core
4 grant to purchase cameras and set up a
program. Once running at the district
level, the program will be offered to other
districts with the goal of emulating
Tennessee with a state-wide photo
screening program."
